THE ROLLING THUNDER 

Upcoming Fall Acreage Reporting Dates 

November 15, 2016      Producers who purchase PRF (perennial/range/forage) insurance  

December 15, 2016      Fall planted wheat, Alfalfa Seed, Fall Barley, Fall Canola, and all other Fall-Seeded Small Grains, Perennial           
          Forage, Grazing, Fall Mint, Onions 

If the crop has not been planted by the above acreage reporting date, then the acreage must be reported no later than 15 calendar days after 
planting is completed. Acreage acquired after the above acreage reporting date must be reported no later than 30 calendar days after 
purchase or acquiring the lease. If a perennial forage crop is reported with the intended use of ñcover only,ò ñgreen manure,ò ñleft 

standing,ò or ñseed,ò then the acreage must be reported by July 15th. 

ARC, PLC and Acreage Maintenance 

Producers enrolled in Agriculture Risk Coverage (ARC) and Price Loss Coverage (PLC) programs must protect all 
cropland and noncropland acres on the farm from erosion and noxious weeds. Producers who sign ARC-CO, ARC-
IC and PLC contracts agree to effectively control noxious weeds on the farm according to sound agricultural prac-
tices. The FSA County Committee may elect to terminate the contract for the program year if a producer fails to 
correct a maintenance problem on an enrolled farm(s).
